The FCHS Faculty and Staff Book Club is happy to announce that author, Farideh Goldin, will 
visit in the library after school February 12th to discuss her book ―Wedding Song:  Memoirs of 
an Iranian Jewish Woman‖.  She will respond to questions about the book, the writing process 
and her thoughts on the culture of the Middle East as she has experienced it and from her 
perspective.  I have included here a section taken from a review of the book found online at 
Brandeis University Press http://www.upne.com/1-58465-344-2.html which I hope piques your 
interest:  
      
―Farideh Goldin was born to her fifteen-year-old mother in 1953 and into a Jewish community 
living in an increasingly hostile Islamic state—prerevolutionary Iran. This memoir is Goldin‘s 
passionate and painful account of her childhood in a poor Jewish household and her 
emigration to the United States in 1975.  
      
Goldin‘s memoir conveys not just the personal trauma of growing up in a family fraught with 
discord but also the tragic human costs of religious dogmatism. In Goldin‘s experience, 
Jewish fundamentalism was intensified by an Islamic context. Although the Muslims were 
antagonistic to Jews, it was their views on women‘s roles and their treatment of women that 
influenced the attitude and practices of some Iranian Jews.  In this brave and dispassionate 
portrayal of a little-known corner of Jewish life, Farideh Goldin confronts profound sadness yet 
captures the joys of a child‘s wonder as she savors the scenes and textures and scents of 
Jewish Iran. Readers share her youthful adventures and dangers, coming to understand how 
such experiences shape her choice‖ 
      
Mrs. Farideh is currently a professor at ODU and is actively involved in the local community. 
This event will be open to students and community as well as faculty and staff. We hope you 
take this opportunity to join with your student and attend this event.

NEWS FROM THE CLINIC 
 
Greetings to all… 
 
Hard to believe that 2010 is well underway already...although spring break seems to be so far 
off!!! 
 
Thankfully, the number of flu-like illnesses is declining.  The H1N1 vaccination clinic was a 
success.    
 
If your child is sick and needs to be picked up, we will contact you.  If someone else is picking 
up your child – you will need to give us verbal permission over the phone.  If a true 
emergency exists and you are not available; we will refer to the emergency contact 
information you provided at the start of the school year.  Please keep in mind that when a 
student is dismissed through the clinic, this absence is not an ―excused‖ absence.  If 
attendance is an issue; medical documentation from a physician is required. 
 
We have been kept quite busy this year in the clinic.  Some months we‘ve assessed 1000+ 
students!!  Screenings of 9th & 10th grade students are in progress.  We will soon be starting 
the scoliosis screenings for 9th grade students.  Look for the consent form that your student 
will be bringing home.  Please remind your child to return the form to his/her PE teacher – 
even if you decline the screening. 
 
Remember that students are NOT PERMITTED to carry medications.  If your student has 
physician orders on file in the clinic – you must bring the medication to school - not the 
student.   
 
FAMIS (Virginia‘s Health Insurance Program for Children) applications are available.  Please 
contact the clinic if you have any questions or would like an application.  If your child is eligible 
for free or reduced lunch; he/she may be eligible for free/reduced dental care through the 
Virginia Beach Department of Public Health Dental Clinic.  Contact us for additional details. 
 
Keep in mind that the nutritional content of foods served in the cafeteria are available online at 
www.vbschools.com  (click on lunch menus/food services). 

Please keep the clinic updated with any health issues that you might have concerning your 
child. We also ask that you keep current phone numbers on file with us. If you will be out of 
town, please provide written notice of emergency contacts.
